CLUB SPORTS

SAMPLE CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I

Name




State the official name of the Club Sport Organization.  Examples:

The club shall be known as “The Men’s Rugby Club of Macalester College,” or “Macalester College Men’s Rugby Club.”

ARTICLE II

Purpose
State the reasons for the formation of the Club and the Club’s purpose.  Example:  “The purpose of this club shall be to stimulate interests in rugby and to have friendly matches with surrounding clubs.”

ARTICLE III

Membership

State who may become a member assuring that no discrimination shall take place. Example:  “Club membership shall be open to any current Macalester College student, faculty or staff member in good standing.”  

ARTICLE IV

Meetings

State how many meetings are to be held each year and when they are held. State the procedures for calling a special meeting.  Example:  “The Rugby Club shall hold a general organization meeting in the fall and spring of each year.”
ARTICLE V

Officers

State what officers the Club will have, and outline the duties of each position.  Example:  “The Officers of the Club shall consist of a Captain, Co-Captain and Treasurer.  The Captain shall be responsible for the administration of the club’s activities and the club’s compliance to the Club Sports Manual.”

ARTICLE VI

Elections

State how and when elections will take place and who may be eligible for officer positions.  Example: “To hold an office one must be in good standing with the College.  Elections will be held at the Club’s general meeting in the spring of each year.”
ARTICLE VII
Coach/Manager

State the qualifications, functions and duties of the Club coach/manager.  Example: “The coach for the rugby club shall be a responsible adult and preferably a member of the faculty or staff at Macalester College (or an alumnus).  The coach shall share a common interest in rugby and will be responsible for attending all matches and as many practices as possible.  The coach will be notified of all club activities.”

ARTICLE VIII
Funds




State the procedures for the management of Club funds.  Example: 
“The Club funds shall be obtained in keeping with the established institutional procedures as outlined in the Club Sports Manual.  The club shall be required to stay within annual budgetary guidelines.  The Captain (or designee) shall be responsible for submitting an end of the season budgetary summary to the Club Sports Director.”

ARTICLE IX

Amendments

State how an amendment will be presented, to whom it will be presented, and how it will be ratified.  Example:  “Any amendments to this constitution shall be initiated by written proposal and submitted to the officers.  If approved by a majority of the officers, the amendment shall be submitted to the club as a whole, and passed by a majority vote.  The approved amendment or any other constitutional changes will be submitted in writing to the Director of Club Sports.”
