Worksheet for Library Session:

Research Resources in Classics


Both different disciplines and different libraries have their own ways of publishing and accessing information.  These exercises are designed to get you thinking about what is available in the field of Classics and how to locate and obtain them through the Macalester library.  Note that some questions have more than one correct answer.  Please answer as many items as you can before class.  You will be given a few minutes to work together in the library session, but we will spend most of the class time discussing your results and comparing notes with a research librarian in the Macalester library.   All questions are derived from the reading for today, Teresa Ramsby and Beth Severy-Hoven, “Gender, Sex and the Domestication of the Empire in Art of the Augustan Age,” Arethusa 40 (2007) (forthcoming).

1. What is a carmen (p. 1)? How did you find the answer?

2. Although ethnos no. 3 from the Sebasteion at Aphrodisias is described in some detail on p. 7, no photograph is included.  Where might you go to find an illustration?

3. Where is Aphrodisias? How did you find the answer?

4. On pp. 1-2, passing reference is made to Augustus’ marriage legislation.  Look for more information about these in the Oxford Classical Dictionary under marriage laws. What information is provided? Which book in the bibliography provided is likely to be most useful?  Where would you go next for more information?

5. You want to know the context in which Vitruvius launched into his discussion of Caryatids (pp. 10-11).  Identify the title and call number of a book in the library that provides the Latin text and English translation of his entire treatise. 

6. You have become quite intrigued by Ovid s poetry, and want to investigate his confusion of love and violence in particular.  To what three sources does the article direct you?  Describe at least two ways of finding out if something more recent than these has been published.

7. Locate a full-text copy of each of these items; describe how you found them and how you would go about obtaining them:
