The Teaching & Learning track, also referred to as the Teacher Education Bridge, is designed to support students interested in entering the teaching profession. Students may begin their teacher education at Macalester and then complete their preparation at a cooperating “bridge” institution immediately after graduation. Areas of teaching supported include a broad spectrum of licenses serving public school students.

Students participating in the Teacher Education Bridge are also advised to complete liberal arts courses specific to their chosen teaching license. Although education credit distributions vary according to level of licensure and from campus to campus, upon completion of the Teaching & Learning track, students will have fulfilled approximately half of the education credits required for teacher licensing in the state of Minnesota.

The Teaching & Learning track also provides excellent preparation for students intending to enter teaching through programs that do not require state licensing such as Urban Teaching Fellows, World Teach, Peace Corpt, JET, Ameri-Corp, Montessori or Waldorf training, adult basic or ESL education, museum education, artists-in-residence, community education, youth development and other cultural or public service programs.
