You can register for the Fair by doing the following: 

1. Send your name, I.D. #, phone #, email address, graduation date and your updated resume as an attachment to:  internship@macalester.edu .  Important … if you have not had your resume previously reviewed, please go to this resume development guide   to see if yours needs work and update it according to these guidelines before submitting.  We will then help with any necessary fine-tuning edits.

2.  When your resume has been approved, we will provide a Job Fair Packet via email.  You may upload your resume to the Job Fair website for companies to review, as well as send it with an individualized cover letter to those you are particularly interested in.  

3.  Pay a non-refundable $10.00 fee at the Internship Office (make checks out to Macalester College) by Friday, Feb. 3, 2012.  This is the only way you will be allowed entrance to the Job Fair.  

4. Other ways to prepare in January:
a.   Make sure your email address and voice mail are appropriate for a job search.

b. Secure job fair attire.  This is a formal business event – dark suits, conservative.
