Mentor Application 2010

International Student Programs (ISP) will be accepting applications to be ISP Mentors until 5 p.m. on Friday, February 26, 2010.  Domestic students are strongly encouraged to apply. The selection committee will prioritize: experienced drivers, creating a multicultural teams (we want at critical mass of domestic students), students who live on-campus, students with GPAs above 3.0, with past participation in mentor program (unless the applicants are domestic) and students not involved in too many activities during the Fall 2010 semester. 

As a mentor, you and a partner(s) will each be responsible for 6 students directly, and aiding partners with their mentees during fall semester 2010.  As fellow students, mentors can answer questions and give suggestions about life and academics on campus as well as information about the culture and life off campus in the Twin Cities.  Mentors work closely with the International Student Programs’ (ISP) staff to organize informational, cultural and educational discussions of interest to new students.  Other expectations include acting as an information giver, tour guide, programmer, facilitator, encourager, educator and learner. 

There will be something new in the fall 2010. ISP will have a pilot mentor program adding additional responsibilities to 4 mentors. The regular program will have 6 mentors and be called Classic Mentors. The pilot will have 4 mentors and be called USIS Mentors. All 10 mentors will work together, however the latter group of 4 USIS Mentors, will hold additional group meetings with ISP staff with their mentees every other week. Each of the 10 mentors will be responsible for circa 6 first-year students or mentees. The mentees in the USIS Mentor pilot will be a balanced combination of international and domestic students.

•    Answers to the 20 questions. Answer in no more than 3 sentences per question.
