
Snowball fight draws
mace,clubs,arrests

-The annual North-South snowball fight grew into

an ugly confrontation between, police and students
Tuesday night. Six students were arrested and charged
with unlawful assembly. One of the six was also
charged with simple assault.
Of the six students who were arrested--Rick (Jallo,

Dan Gumnit, Julie Partridge, Jim Shorris, Dennis
Sears, and a foreign student Josten, whose last
name was unknown at press time--four tf| them
were maced before or when they were arrested.
Partridge was maced as she was getting into the
paddy wagon.
The first policemen waited until other policemen

arrived. They then sifted through the crowd and
told students to leave the area. One policeman used
the public address system in his car to ask students
to leave and told them that they would be arrested
for unlawful assembly if they did not leave.
According to many students, the police then used

billy-clubs, mace, and police dogs to move students
out of the snowball site and into nearby dorms.
Mac Weekly Editor John Rosenberger, after hearing

that there was macing and arrests at the snowball
site, approached one policeman and asked him who
was in charge. The policeman said, "No one is in
charge." He then turned and walked away. Rosenberger
tugged at the policeman's sleeve to get his attention.
The policeman turned to Rosenberger and said, "Don't
touch me!"
A different policeman yelled something at Rosen-

berger who turned to look at the policeman. The
policeman then maced him. Rosenberger staggered
away, walking into a parked car.
Another student, Rick Gallo, saw Rosenberger maced

and gave a self-processed " tongue lashing" to a
group of officers. One officer then pinned his arms
behind his back while another sprayed his face with

Ed Miller and Emmet Shaugh-

nessy were the top two vote-
getters in yesterday's election
for Community Council Chair-
person. Miller and Shaugh-
nessy will compete in a run-
off election.
Miller, with 121 votes, and

Mondale returns to praise Ted Mitau

Dr. G. Theodore Mitau was
awarded an honorary degree
in a convocation extravaganza
yesterday in the gymnasium.
Vice-President Walter Mon-

dale headed the list of digni-
taries who were on hand to pay
tribute to Mitau.
Mitau, who has inoperable

cancer of the pancreas, has
a long and distinguished career
in state and national politics.

- He is now in his fourth decade
of teaching Political Science
at Mac.

Vice-President Walter Mon-
dale lauded Mitau as "one of
the most talented, decent,
caring, and remarkable human
beings I've ever met. I will
never forget what he has done
for me in my public life."
Dr. Mitau taught Mondale

while Mondale was attending
Macalester nearly 30 years
ago.
Mondale praised three aspects

of Mitau's career. First, he
said that Mitau was committed
to academic excellence. He said
that some of the finest thoughts
in America came from Dr.
Mitau.
Secondly, he said that Mitau

was not satisfied with studying

problems from afar. "He
brought the ivory tower to the
field of action," Mondale said.
"He encouraged me and many
people to become involved at
a time when we were told not
to become involved."
The Vice-President contin-

ued, saying that Mitau's per-
sonal involvement provided an
inspiring example to people
struggling with progressive le-
gislation. Mondale said that
Mitau was a crusader in easing
prejudice against minorities
and providing better care of
the poor and aged.
Mitau gave a short speech af-

ter President Davis awarded
him the honorary degree. He
spoke of his ideals. "The human
mind is endowed with the ca-
pability to improve the quality
of life through social interven-
tion," he said.
Mitau in turn praised other

members of his generation who
fought for human rights. He
expressed concern that people
should not remain silent "when
our voices should be raised."
He thanked everyone who at-

tended. "These words of en-
couragement will add strength
in a much neededperspective,"
he said.

Mondale was just one of many
political leaders who sang
Mitau's praises. Minnesota
governor Al Quie, St. Paul
mayor George Latimer, C.
Peter McGrath, president of
the University of Minnesota,
and Macalester's political
science professor Dorothy
Dodge all gave short speeches.
Joan Mondale's father, John

Maxwell Adams gave the in-
vocation which began the cere-
mony. The Vice-President's
wife sat in the audience during
the presentation.
The most rousingpartofMon-

dale's speech came when he
said that Mitau was responsible
for a "profoundly compelling,
thrilling change in American
life." He said that Mitau and
his associates in the Civil
Rights movement were "a truly
remarkable generation."
Governor Quie called Mitau

"a person of vision." He said
that he felt fortunate to work
with Mitau, because the man had
such a strong desire to make
institutions instategovernment
better.
Mondale drew extended ap-

plause when he said that Mac
is now a five-year institution.
"That's five years excluding

snowball fights. The fifth year
is spent looking for a place
to park."

Violence main topic
at Town Hall meeting

The St. Paul Police Depart-

ment's involvement in Tues-
day night's snowball fight was
the main topic of conversation
at the Town Hall meeting
Wednesday afternoon. 65 stu-
dents and 10 faculty members
and administrators attended
the meeting held in the Janet
Wai lace Fine Arts Center
Lounge.
Student's major concern was

the administration's reaction
to the St. Paul Police Depart-
ment's measures of crowd
control during Mac's annual
"North-South" snowball fight.
Bill Svrluga, Dean of Students

described the incident as
"classic mob behavior. There
obviously wasn't any re-
straint."
In past years, St. Paul Po-

lice would close Grand Ave.
until students would move
to one side,

"This time," Svrluga'said,
"they (the police) chose to
come into the center of it.
In ten minutes it went from
one thing to something totally
ugly.11

Svrluga explained that he and
Director of Safety Mark Dick-
enson filed a complaint and
requested an investigation by
the Internal Affairs Division
of the St. Paul Police Wed-
nesday morning.

"We talked it through. We
indicated that we were extre-
mely upset that it had gotten
to the point where mace was
used and students were clubbed,
said Svrluga
Svrluga and Dickenson also
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
