Joseph Brodsky, one of Russia's finest living poets

will present a reading of his poetry tonight in the
Weyerhaeuser Chapel at 8:00 p.m.
Through his poetry, Brodsky's own history can be

traced. His themes deal with the failure of communi-
cation and the anguish of everyday life. Very little of
his poetry has been published in the Soviet Union.
Unsupported by the State, Brodsky was arrested at age

24 for "social parasitism" and spent almost two years
at hard labor. Meanwhile, major Russian writers ap-
pealed for his release and translated his works which
became well-known abroad.

"When he returned from exile he found his situation
changed. He was a well-respectedpoetandhad proven
his poetic power," said Nina Perlina, professor of
Russian literature. He continued to write, and trans-
lated British and American poetry such as John Donne.
Unpublished works were hand-copied and distributed.
He is widely published here, most recently in The New
Yorker.

The perceptive lyricism of his poetry is often woven
with an epic, historic — sometimes ironic or satiric--
thread. "His poetry is a continual dialogue with the
culture," commented Perlina. This is an opportunity
to see beyond the iron curtain, bridging some inter-
national differences with the insights of Brodsky who,
suggests Perlina, "is thegreatestlivingRussianpoet."
