This is an annual service project

sponsored by the MCA to give stu-
dents an opportunity to serve the
community and have fun and fel-
lowship at the same time.

The turning point in the Ameri-
can economy which occurred late
in the fall has been getting atten-
tion from the students of Dr. Ar-
thur R. Upgren in his class "Eco-
nomics and Communication".

Dr. Upgren, who is the
Frederic R. Bigelow professor
of economics at Macalester
College, has an advanced
course in general business
conditions.
The work of students in this

course not only involves study, but
also presentation, by squads, to
other classes at Macalester College
and to outside groups.

These squads, usually con-
sisting of four students, each
contain a central point in
analysis of present economic
conditions and the business
outlook for the future.
Student groups are available for

such presentations to men's clubs
and luncheon groups.

One of the significant points
developed by student analysis
is the accumulating evidence
that "our depressions are get-

ting smaller". In economic
theory, much use is made of
the idea of a "multiplier".
This multiplier is the number

of times a decline in some primary
expenditure is magnified into a
larger final decline in total busi-
ness activity in the United States.

The students are now an-
alyzing the mild economic re-
cession which set in the fall
of 1957. This is the economic
problem to which the annually
required "Economic Report of
the President" will be di-
rected when President Eisen-
hower makes his report late
next January.
Groups wishing to make arrange-

ments for student presentation of
these analyses of economic condi-
tions and the economic outlook
may contact the Macalester Bureau
of Economic Studies of which Dr.
Upgren is the director.

Associated with Dr. Upgren are
Professors Harold Lunde and Mar-
cus Alexis. Professor Forrest A.
Young is chairman of the depart-
ment of economics.

Wed. Night
Talk Draws
5,000

An honorary doctor of sci-
ence degree was given by
Macalester to famous atom
scientist Dr. Niels Bohr, Co-
penhagen, who addressed an
a u d i e n c e of approximately
5000 persons in the Fieldhouse
Wednesday night.

The crowd was the largest ever
to attend a speaking event at the
college.

Dr. Charles J. Turck, Mac-
alester president, conferred
the degree in recognition of
Dr. Bohr's efforts at uniting
the world in an atoms-for-
peace program.
Dr. J. Huntley Dupre, Macales-

ter dean, read the citation.
Dr. Bohr was brought to the

campus by the development
c o u n c i l , Benjamin Griggs
chairman. The c o m m i t ! ee
which secured Dr. Bohr is
comprised of Harold E. Wood,
St. Paul, Robert W. Smith,
editorial associate, Minneapo-
lis Star; Herbert Lewis, edi-
torial editor, St. Paul Dis-
patch; and Mrs. Leonard J.
Carpenter, Crystal Bay,
During his two-day stay, Dr.

Bohr made the following state-
ments:

He disputed the idea of world
suicide in the struggle among na-
tions. "In some ways, there are
greater possibilities for a peace-
ful future," he said.

"In the past, it has been the
practice of nations to settle
main issues at war, but this
we can no longer do, because
we are faced by the possibili-
ty of common human suicide."
Dr. Bohr noted that men of all

nations must realize the unique op-
portunity that current scientific
achievement awards them and
unite in "friendly competition" for
the benefit of mankind.

He related the scientific de-
velopment to the solution of
world problems in his re-
marks. "The physical sciences
have provided the psychologies,
sociologies, and all fields of
ethical values with the tools
of investigation, isolation of
that which is bad, and so on,"
he said.
This has caused, Dr. Bohr stated,

great technological advances in
our age which have lead to "some-
thing quite unexpected" toward
the benefit of all mankind—a new
"attitude" toward problems of man-
kind, which "I hope will lead to
the development of understanding
between peoples."

Humans are now "almost
omnipotent" in their scientific
achievenments, he explained.
"Man must realize t h e s e
unique opportunities to apply
physical knowledge to other
aspects of civilization/'
"Mankind cannot survive with-

out better relations," he concluded.
