B. Moffet Visits Norway, L Jennie Sees
Sweden On Summer SPAN Projects

(Bev Moffet and Lavonne Jennie, Mac seniors, spent last summer in the Scandinavian countries as
part of their projects for SPAN. Bev, a religious education major, spent her vacation in Norway. Swe-
den was the country chosen by Lavonne. She is majoring in economics. Following are some of the
girls' impressions.)
During my five weeks in Oslo, I

studied the two Christian student
movements that are active there. I
found that problems faced by the
church in Norway are very similar
to those in this countrv.

What makes
the situation
unique is the
fact that over 90
per cent of the
public belong to
the Church of
Norway (Luth-
eran). "State
church apathy"
creates real
problems for
students.

where I stayed, but I had to
adjust to it somewhat as I am
not of Norwegian descent. Five
meals a day were served. My
total costs for food for the
five weeks was $12. The people

of Norway drink sour milk
and consider it to be some-
thing of a delicacy. I failed
to agree with them, however.
I traveled through nine coun-

tries in all and found that the peo-
ple everywhere were very amiable
toward students. The people alone
would have made my trip worth
while.

In relation to my major of eco-
nomics I chose to study the Swe-
dish consumer co-operatives. My in-
terest was more particularly cen-
tered around the propaganda and
educational methods used by the
co-ops.

The co-ops organize study
and recreation groups for their
members. These activities are
designed to supplement the
facilities provided by the state.

Italy, Switzerland, Germany, and
other Scandinavian countries. I
found traveling alone to be very
enjoyable in-as-much as I could go
where and when I pleased. Despite
the language difficulties in these
other countries my touring was
made most pleasant by the many
helpful and friendly people.

Poet Auden Talks
About Heroes In
Modern Literature

"The Hero in Modern Literature"
was portrayed by W. H. Auden,
Pulitzer prize winning poet, for all
Macalester students, faculty and
guests in convocation Tuesday.

Auden described today's hero
in modern poetry as a stoic
who does not indulge in self
pity, a man who strives to be
himself while resisting the
forces of society, one who al-
most always is in opposition
with his community, a man
who has the convictions to
speak against the crowd.
This description is in contradic-

tion, he said, to "men in modern
society who often are not even
aware of their falsity to them-
selves."

Mr. Auden said that the true
man of significant deeds in our age
is the scientist, but that poets are
not able to translate his deeds—the
cold facts of science—into per-
sonal language.

Mr. Auden is currently serving a
five-year appointment as professor
of poetry at Oxford university.
