
Macites Welcome 20th Annual CAC'ers

Canadian American Conference, the 1960 twentieth an-
niversary edition, opens today with a special convoca-
tion address by Mr. Kenneth P. Kirkwood, Ottawa, Can-
ada, at 9 a.m., in the Mac gym. Mr. Kirkwood, whose
address "The Commonwealth of Nations; What and
Whither" will set the background for the conference,
has led a distinguished diplomatic career and is currently
a member of the Department of External Affairs, Ottawa.

Mr. Kirkwood has filled such diplomatic posts as min-
ister in Warsaw, Poland, high commissioner to Pakistan,
Canadian delegate to the U.N., first ambassador to Egypt
and high commissioner to New Zealand. His publications
include Turkey in collaboration with Arnold J. Toynbee,
Renaissance in Japan and Preface to Cairo.

Wilfred C. Lockhart, principal of United college;
James Anderson, head of the United delegation, and
Lottie Schubert and Mike Quiggin, who as "lady stick"
and "senior stick" are heads of the United student body,
will convey greetings to the Mac students at this special
convo.

The Canadian delegation arrived at Union depot, St.
Paul at 10 p.m. last night and found a crowd of Mac
students and bagpipers waiting to greet them. A char-
tered bus brought the conference delegates back to the
Union for coffee and a get acquainted session in Union
107-8-9. Following this Mr. and Mrs. Harry Morgan were
hosts to the entire group at International house, 41
Macalester st.

Following the convocation this morning and beginning
at 10:30 through 12:30, the delegates from each college

,., v will split into three groups and meet
in the library conference rooms I, II
and III, where all the discussions will
be held. Any Mac students and fac-
ulty members who wish to observe
these sessions are welcome to do so.

The Commonwealth of Nations is
the general topic for this conference
but certain aspects will be considered
at each meeting. The Friday morning
meeting will discuss the Dominions;
their governmental structure and po-
litical situation, trade relations, de-

gree of democracy and the colonial policy of the United
Kingdom towards them.

Port's is host for the first luncheon
Friday noon.

It is the custom that two student
papers be presented, one from each
college prior to each of the remaining
two sessions. The first paper will be
read by Lyman Sargent of Macalester
at 2:15 in the Union lounge, after
which the second discussion session
will take place from 3 to 5 p.m. The
subject will be the Commonwealth; its
membership, co-operation, establish- Ray

ment, function, goals, internal strength, political, eco-
nomic and social ties.

Coleman's, Highland Villege, is host for the semi-
formal dinner at 7:30 p.m., Friday evening, followed by a
party at the home of one of the conference members.

John Kendle of United college will read the second
paper Saturday at 9 a.m. in the Union lounge after which
the final discussion session will take place on the topic
of the Commonwealth and International Community; its
effectiveness, control, impact on international affairs and
comparison to other international bodies.

The luncheon Saturday noon will be held at Dayton's
Sky Room, Minneapolis, after which the delegates are
free to pursue their own interests.

Saturday evening beginning at 7:30 p.m., the 20th
anniversary dinner dance at the Lowry Hotel, St. Paul,
for all CAC alumni will climax the two day conference.

The Canadian delegation will depart from Union sta-
tion Sunday morning.
