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Andre Maurois Speaks Oct. 10
French Author, Historian Will
Give Maude McKnight Lecture

Andre Maurois, widely known
French author and lecturer, will
give the Maude L. McKnight lec-
ture in the humanities Monday,
Oct. 10, at 8:30 p.m. in the union.

Preceding the lecture, the author
will be guest at dinner in the
Union.

Renowned here and in Eu-
rope as a prolific writer of his-
tory, memoirs, essays, fiction
and plays, he has written sev-
eral volumes on American his-
tory.
Mr. Maurois is the author of

such best-sellers as Ariel, the life
of Shelley; Lelia, the life of George
Sand; Olympic; The Titans; and
biographies of Byron, Dickens,
Proust, Chateaubriand and Dis-
raeli.

Born in 1885 at Elbeuf, a
small city in Normandy, he
was educated at the College
of Rouen. In 1938 he was
elected to the French Academy
to take his place with the "im-
mortals" of France.
Writing about Americans, Mr.

Maurois commented "When Euro-
peans ask me, why do I like the
Americans, I answer, first of all,
because they are kind and gener-
ous. Because they keep the fresh
outlook of adolescence. In Ameri-
ca, youth—with its shyness, un-
certainty, and desire for change—
lasts a lifetime."
