A blue tag was placed on the
windshield of all these violators
last Friday, May 5, warning them
that any further abuse of our
courtesies will result in impound-
age by the police department, their
cars towed away, and at their own
risk and costs.

Carnegie Corp.
Gives $lr500
For Art Slides

The Carnegie Corporation of New
York has given Macalester College
a subsidy of $1,500 to apply on the
cost of a set of 2,500 colored slides
of American art.

The slides, which are being sup-
plied by Sandak Inc., New York
city, have been ordered and will
arrive on the Macalester campus
soon. They will be available to all
interested Macalester faculty
members for teaching purposes.
The slides include painting, sculp-
ture, architecture, etc.

The idea originated with Dr.
Winton Solberg, professor of
history, who heard about the
slides, wrote for a sample, and
reported excellent results. Dr.
Solberg wi l l use the slides in
his advanced class dealing with
American Thought and Civili-
zation.
The slides were ordered in con-

junction with Macalester's new
audio visual department which will
have charge of their distribution.

The Unpredictable Atom is
the subject of Dr. Edward
Teller, physicist, University of
California, when he speaks in
the Macalester Union, 8:30
p.m., Thursday, May 18.

The address will be an Otto
Bremer Foundation distinguished
lecture in science.

The famous scientist is wide-
ly known for his work on the
H bomb, and is called the
"father of the H bomb." His
basic insight made the finished
H bomb possible.
Today, Teller, besides directing

the radiation laboratory, teaches a
freshman course in physics appre-
ciation at the University of Cali-
fornia, Los Angeles branch, has a
couple of books under way, and is
investigating the peaceful applica-
tion of nuclear energy.

The famous Hungarian scientist
was born in Budapest in 1908. He
studied at the Institute of Tech-
nology, Karlsruhe, Germany, and
received his Ph.D. at the Univer-
sity of Leipzig, Germany.

He holds a doctorate of sci-
ence, honorary degree, from
Yale and the University of
Alaska. A t one time he was a
member of the research as-
sociation at Gottingen, Ger-
many, and was a Rockefeller
fellow at Copenhagen, Den-
mark.
He was a lecturer at the Univer-

sity of London in 1935, and a pro-
fessor of physics at the George
Washington university, Washing-
ton, D.C., 1935-41. He was instruc-
tor for nuclear studies at the Uni-
versity of Chicago in 1945, and pro-
fessor of physics there 1946-52.
He was a professor of physics at
the University of California from
1952 until the present. From 1949
to 1951 he was director of Los
Alamos laboratory in New Mexico.

Teller has been a staff mem-
ber of the radiation laboratory
at the University of California,
Livermore branch, since 1952,
and the director since 1958.
He holds the Joseph Priestly

Memorial award from the Dickin-
son college, and the Albert Ein-
stein award. He is the author of
The Structure of Matter, and Our
Nuclear Future. Dr. Teller is a
member of many scientific socie-
ties.

Daryl Tweeton, Macalester fresh-
man from Pelican Rapids, Minn.,
has won the Westminster Shorter
Catechism scholarship.

Daryl memorized the 107 an-
swers to the catechism questions
and wrote a winning essay to be
rewarded the $200 scholarship in
a national competition open to all
students in their first or second
year at one of the 49 Presbyterian
colleges in the nation.
