To qualify for candidacy, the presidential aspirants must get 200
signatures on the petition, the vice presidential candidates 175 signa-
tures, and all other offices 100 signatures. Petitions are due in the
Council office by 5:00 p.m., Wednesday, March 28.

Campaigning for office will be
from 8:00 a.m. March 31 to Mid-
night April 5. Voting will be held
April 6 in the Lower Union. Ab-
sentee voting will be on April 5.

Some of the rules concerning
campaigning are as follows:

1) Campaign posters in the
Union shall not exceed size
28" by 22".

2) No posters shall be posted
in the little theater or the
library.

3) No posters shall be posted
on any doors.

4) Campaign posters in Old

Main and the Science hall
shall not exceed 14" by 20".

5) All campaign materials shall
be removed by 5:00 p.m. on
Thursday following the elec-
tion.

6) Sportsmanship shall govern
all campaign activities.

7) Violation of any of the cam-
paign rules can lead to dis-
qualification by the Student
Council.

Midsemester Convo Gesture:
Ogden Nash As April Jester

Ogden Nash, skylarking humorist and remarkably serious social
satirist, will address Macalester college convocation April 5.

Famous as a writer of light verse, Mr. Nash says he owes his career
to the "sudden and subconscious idea of writing bad verse deliberately."

Ogden Nash was born in 1902 in Rye, N.Y., the first of his family to
emerge north of the Mason-Dixon line. One of his ancestors, Francis
Nash, gave his name to Nashville, Tenn.

He entered Harvard in the class of 1924, but left after one year.
This, he maintains, was his original intention, and will produce affi-
davits on the subject should anyone ask. He spent a year at St. George's
school in Newport R.I., where, he says, "I lost my entire nervous
system carving lamb for a table of fourteen-year-olds."

After working two years as a bond salesman in New York, he began
writing car cards for a leading advertising agency before landing in the
advertising department of Doubleday Page, the publishing house, in
1925.

It was while he was at this job that Ogden Nash got the inspira-
tion for his particular brand of light verse. Doodling at his desk
one day, he came up with the very first sample of "Nashism": " I sit
in an office at 244 Madison Avenue, and say to myself, 'You have a
responsible job, havanue?"'
Except for a brief tenure as managing editor of The New Yorker in

1931, Mr. Nash has concentrated for some thirty years on producing the
light verses that have become associated with his name.

His first book Hard Lines, published in 1931, established him as a
master of humorous verse. I'm a Stranger Here Myself, published five
years later, was an outstanding best seller. Other titles of the some dozen
books of Nash poetry include: Good Intentions, Many Long Years Ago,
The Face is Familiar, Versus, Family Reunion, Parents Keep Out, The
Private Dining Room, etc.

Ogden Nash wrote the lyrics and was co-author with S. J. Perelman
of the smash-hit musical, One Touch of Venus. He also wrote the lyrics
of the Broadway production of Two's Company starring Bette Davis.
The recording of his verses by Noel Coward to the music of Saint-Saens
Carnival of Animals is a popular seller.

For several years, Mr. Nash has been appearing on the popular TV
show, "Masquerade Party." Much of his inimitable poetry has appeared
in such national magazines as The New Yorker, The Saturday Evening
Post, and others.
