1.  Specific start and end dates are negotiable with the PI, but typically run from June 1 through mid-August for 10 weeks minimum, and as many as 12 weeks.

4.  This is a temporary (10-12 weeks) full-time paid position.  The hourly wages
will depend on the experience and qualifications ($8-12/hour).
